• 1 smal l jar mincemeat 
• f lour for rol l ing out

For the streusel topping:
• 75g self-ra is ing f lour
• 50g unsalted butter
• 30g Demerara sugar
• 25g ground almonds

Recipe

As a bit of festive inspiration, we have picked out a 
nice and simple alternative to a mince pie with th is 
Streusel rec ipe The crumbly topper is made with 
ground almonds, f lour, butter, and sugar, g iv ing it a 
l itt le extra texture, and added del ic iousness.

Streusel  
Mince Pies

The word streusel 

comes from the 

German word streuen, 

which means  

to scatter or  

sprinkle. 
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Heat the oven to 200°C / Gas 6. Lightly f lour 
the work surface and rol l the pastry out to 3 – 
4mm thickness.

Using a pastry cutter or an upside-down g lass 
and knife to cut around the rim, cut out 10 – 
12 mince pie bases. Place them in the bun tin. 
Re-rol l the pastry as necessary and cut more 
bases.

Place a heaped teaspoon of mincemeat in 
each pastry case. Set aside.

Make the streusel mixture by plac ing the f lour 
in a mixing bowl with the butter, sugar and 
almonds.

With a round-bladed knife, cut the butter into 
the dry ingred ients. Rub the fat into the f lour 
unti l it resembles large breadcrumbs.

Spoon the streusel mixture over the 
mincemeat in the pastry shel ls and press down 
l ightly. Bake for 15 – 20 minutes unti l the pastry 
is cooked and the topping l ightly browned.

You could make these mince pies in 
the week lead ing up to Christmas then 
share together at a party.

Make your own shortcrust pastry i f you have 
the t ime.

You cou ld a lso make your own mincemeat and 
i f you run a cookery g roup or after schoo l c lub, 
make the mincemeat one week and the p ies 
the next.

Storage wise: The mince p ies wi l l  keep in a 
sea led conta iner for 4-5 days.’
